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The Start of the Day

Children hang their coats up in the cloakroom and leave lunch boxes on the shelves. They come into the classroom independently with their book pack and settle to their ‘independent morning work’.  If you have any messages for the teacher, such as your child going home with someone different, please write this on a note for your child to bring in. If you need to speak to your child’s teacher, please make an appointment.
Mid-morning Fruit & Milk/Snack

Fruit is not provided at break time but your child may bring in fruit from home if they wish. Water is available, but a named water bottle can be brought in and left in the classroom. If you would like your child to have milk each day, please collect a form from the school office so that this can be ordered and paid for.
P.E.

PE is on Tuesday (indoors) and Friday (outdoors). Please can clothes be labelled clearly as this makes finding and returning lost items much easier. PE kit should be kept in school for the whole week. Children will need warm clothes for outdoor PE as the weather gets colder.
Homework/Spellings
Spellings (which will be stuck in homework books) will be given out on Friday to be practised over the week and tested on the following Wednesday.  Homework will be sent home on a Friday to be returned the following Wednesday. House points are awarded for effort and all children are expected to do their homework each week. Homework Club will be held on Tuesday lunchtimes in Mrs Davis’ Classroom for those who wish to attend.
Medication/Holiday/Absence Forms
Please inform the office before 9am if your child is going to be absent. If your child requires medicines to be administered at school, please complete a green medical form first, which can be found at the office.

The End of the Day

After the first half term children are allowed to find their adult or carer independently. They know they must come straight back to the classroom if they cannot find their adult. 
Maths

Number: Place Value, addition & subtraction, multiplication & division. Please continue to support us by practising the multiplication tables 2s, 5s, 10s, 4s & 8s with your child.
Literacy

We will be reading ‘The Lost Happy Endings’ focusing on poetry, report writing and narrative. In comprehension we will be focussing on prediction. Following this, we will be reading ‘Deep Water’ focusing on writing a recount, a persuasive letter and a newspaper report. 

Topic ‘Heroes and Villains’
This half term, we’ll meet Cruella de Vil to interrogate her about her wicked plans. We’ll learn about heroes and villains both fictional and factual using stories, the internet and music. At the end of our project, you will be invited in to see the work we’ve produced (further information to follow). 
Outdoor Classroom

Children are required to wear suitable clothing and bring in wellington boots or appropriate footwear. Please ensure your child has a change of footwear to wear when they come indoors and dry clothes if the weather is looking wet! The first date is 25th September.
Toys

Please do not allow children to bring toys or cards to school –this is a school rule, because they may get damaged or lost. 

Reading record (home-school contact book)

Your child will have a new reading record which can also be used for communication with your child’s teacher and they will be checked weekly on a Monday.  Lost books can be replaced for a fee of 50p.
