	Overall summary of the Policy

	This policy sets out the aims of daily collective worship. It gives details of the arrangements for the daily meeting and of parental rights in withdrawing their children from it.


For Littletown Primary School as a community school without religious character, the Headteacher is responsible for arranging the daily collective worship after consulting the governing body.  (extract from Guide to the Law). This is achieved through the governors’ regular review of this policy.

The governors are required to set the aims and policies of the school and actively promote agreed values and expectations. 
The Headteacher shares responsibility with the Local Authority and the Governing Body for making sure that the requirements are met.

Policy

We believe that Collective Worship offers an opportunity to reaffirm and put into practice the values of the school. It provides a time to explore and share beliefs, celebrate achievements, think about the needs of others, develop a sense of community, etc. We endorse and promote the SEAL programme within our Collective Worship assembly times. SEAL (Social and Emotional Aspects of Learning) has seven themes that underpin our teaching of personal and social skills. As a school we consider the development of these skills a high priority. 

We aim to promote the religious, spiritual and moral development of our children and encourage them to consider their attitudes, values and beliefs. The main religions of the world are referred to and explained, however the ethos of the Collective Worship will be mainly Christian. 

Parents may opt to withdraw their child from Collective Worship. This must be requested in a letter to the Headteacher.

Guidelines
Collective Worship assemblies will be held every day and will cover the following aspects:

SEAL or weekly theme in KS groupings

Singing focus for KS groupings

Class or year group assemblies for KS2

KS assembly for EY

Headteacher’s Celebration Assembly in KS groupings
There is an agreed weekly theme that includes a range of cultural celebrations or a SEAL theme is introduced at an assembly involving stories and activities. This theme is developed throughout the specific period (usually based on a half term period) in class work and discussions and concluded in a final assembly at the end of the period where the children’s learning is consolidated and celebrated.

There is an expectation that all teachers will lead Collective Worship and assemblies.
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
